Increasing the number of nationally
and internationally accredited training
programs

In 2024, VNU continued to achieve positive results in the
accreditation of its training programs. Totally, VNU has had
22 training programs accredited, 7 of which by AUN-QA
and 15 by the Ministry of Education and Training (MOET). It
is expected that in 2025, 7 VNU training programs will be
accredited by AUN-QA and 15 programs will be accredited
by MOET.

The above accreditation results not only strengthen VNU's
position within the Vietnamese higher education system
but also demonstrate the university's efforts to enhance
the quality of its training programs to meet regional and
international standards.
