VNU continued to prioritize resources for the implementation of key
national science and technology programs and projects, actively
participating in policy advising for central agencies; collaborating
to propose pilot policies for commercializing and bringing research
results from public investment into commercial production. To
date, there have been 43 strong research groups at VNU level, which
play a leading role in many scientific fields and advanced research
directions both domestically and regionally. Under the leadership
of top scientists, these research groups have played a crucial
role in nurturing student talents through personalized learning
approaches, while also promoting international publications and
fostering innovation activities. Notably, several VNU scientists
have been internationally recognized in several fields and ranked
among the most influential scientists globally and top scientists in
Vietnam.

In 2024, VNU is implementing major and key S&T programs linked
to enterprises and technology transfer, namely:
