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Strengthening and expanding partnerships; promoting and

The year 2024 continued to witness vibrant and remarkable progress in external affairs
andinternational cooperationatVNU. Throughoutthe year, VNU focused onreconnecting
with traditional partners, effectively leveraging and implementing collaborations with
globally renowned international partners, while also seeking and establishing new
partnerships with a wide range of leading universities, organizations, and enterprises
worldwide.

VNU and its units signed over 50 new or renewed cooperation agreements with
international partners in 2024, including top global universities such as Tsinghua
University, Peking University, University College Dublin, Seoul National University, and
Paris-Saclay University, etc. More than 300 bilateral and multilateral meetings, working
sessions, and exchanges (both in-person and online) were held with international
partners, including diplomatic agencies, international organizations, universities, and
enterprises. In addition to promoting ongoing collaborations with traditional partners,
VNU actively sought opportunities to establish new partnerships and focused on
expanding and diversifying collaboration activities across comprehensive and inclusive
fields to deliver practical benefits to all stakeholders while contributing to sustainable
development goals. Moreover, VNU maintained its national leadership role and actively
participated as a key member in promoting bilateral and multilateral cooperation within
international networks and organizations like AUF, AUN, UMAP, and SATU, among others.

VNU also hosted 101 international conferences, seminars, and workshops and sent
numerous leaders, administrators, lecturers, and scientists to participate in and make
presentations at major academic forums and scientific conferences organized by
international partner universities.

VNU received 33 foreign aid projects with a total funding of over 58 billion VND in the
past year. The activities carried out within these projects were diverse, contributing to
enhancing research capacity, improving the quality of education, creating opportunities
for networking, fostering collaboration with international partners, and attracting
additional resources to support VNU's growth.
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
