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Affirming VNU's position through major international research cooperation programs and projects

THE PROJECT OF BUILDING A CENTRE FOR SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH AND COACHING AT THE NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF LAOS

As a member of the delegation accompanying President To Lam on his official
visit to Laos, on July 12, 2024, VNU held the groundbreaking ceremony of the
Centre for Scientific Research and Coaching at the National University of
Laos. The Centre is expected to effectively support the National University of
Laos (NUOL) scientific research, training and coaching activities as well as to :
contribute to building a team of experts and qualified scientific humanresources Z G 10 s g0,
that could absorb, master and develop technologies that the NUOL and VNU -’ ‘-:m'ﬁ“" ’{_ }'\‘—"-
have identified as priorities for cooperation. VNU is the first Vietnamese higher ‘
education institution to have been assigned to manage a project using Vietnam's
capital aid for the Lao Government. This contributes to affirming VNU's prestige,
demonstrating its national responsibility and regional position as well promoting
its internationalization.

The "Vietnam National University development — VNU, Hanoi" subproject
has a total investment of 125.18 million USD from the World Bank loan and the
counterpart capital of the Viethamese Government. The project aims to improve
the quality of VNU training, scientific research, and university administration.
Within five years, from 2021 to 2025, VNU will have invested in the construction
of 18 1-to-8-storey buildings with classrooms, offices, libraries, and laboratories
for teaching, learning, and research; a sports centre; 2 wastewater treatment
stations, internal yards and roads, and a drainage system.

In 2024, VNU commenced the construction of VNU’s Headquarters Building
- Center Zone and VNU University of Engineering and Technology (Phase 1),
funded by a loan from the World Bank and counterpart funds.
