Enhancing the effectiveness of international
exchanges for faculty, staff, and students

In 2024, VNU welcomed 2,294 international students and
trainees, along with 445 foreign staff, experts, and specialists
who participated in long-term activities (lasting one semester or
more) and short-term exchanges, collaborations, research, and
teaching programs.

VNU actively collaborated with partners and organizations of
which VNU is a member to promote and expand opportunities
for its staff, faculty, and students to engage in international
exchange, study, and capacity-building programs abroad.
Specifically, under programs managed directly by VNU, 53
staff and faculty members were sent to participate in training,
professional development, enhancing management skill, and
scientific research in Russia, India, the United States, and
Singapore, among others. Under the framework of bilateral and
multilateral cooperation programs at VNU level, 83 students were
selected to participate in exchange programs for one semester
or one year at partner universities pursuant to their signed
agreements with VNU. Additionally, many students took part
in short-term internships, exchanges, and cultural and sports
programs in South Korea, the United States, Singapore, Japan,
Thailand, Brunei, Taiwan (China), and Malaysia, among others.
